Undocumented people in the United States
are foreign nationals who have come or
been brought to this country without legal
documentation as well as those who have
overstayed their once active Visas. Students
who fall under this criteria may be eligible for
in-state tuition under California's AB540 bill -
both in community colleges and universities.
